	Keys labelled with characters and set out in a pattern so that each is easy to reach by fingers
	Entering characters such as letters, punctuation marks, numbers and symbols
	Typing letters, creating memos and reports, entering visitor data into spreadsheets and databases and entering commands into a computer

	Keys labelled with the same characters as an ‘ordinary’ keyboard, but set out in a different pattern or with raised marks of Braille so that visually impaired people can feel the keys
	Entering characters but typically designed for disabled users
For example, Braille keyboards for visually impaired and engineering keyboards for specialised character entry
	A visually impaired receptionist or member of the business might use a Braille keyboard to enter their details

	Used to move  a pointer on screen and has one or more buttons that can be clicked to select items on screen
	Used to move the pointer on screen and select choice from a menu
	Choosing items from an onscreen menu and selecting using a click

	4
	
	
	A microphone converts sounds to electrical signals that can be digitalised for use in computer systems
	Capturing sounds
	Talking on mobile phone or when using video-conferencing or audio chat

	5
	
	
	Keys labelled with characters as with an ‘ordinary’ keyboard, but with fewer keys – often only numbers and a few other characters such as * and -
	Entering characters or commands
	Entering the price or cost of an item

	6
	
	
	A touch sensitive panel that responds to the fingers’ movements, by moving a finger over the surface, it can be used to move a pointer on screen and tapping can act as a mouse click
	Translating the position and movement of a person’s finger into movement on screen
	Used on a laptop instead of a mouse to allow a user to choose from an onscreen menu and to select using a tap of the finger

	These can be wired or wireless such as infrared to send command signals to devices including TVs, games consoles and wheelchairs
	Inputting commands or instructions into computer systems or equipment
Can be used with TVs and DVD players but also with training equipment in businesses
	Used to control training equipment or facilities within a business

	8
	
	
	These use reflected light from documents or photographs to capture their image
Scans can be made using different sizes and resolutions, and printed documents can be converted to text for use in a word processor
	Capturing images or documents from printed paper copies
	Capturing printed documents for used in a word processor or capturing images for use in documents such as membership cards

	9
	
	
	The lines or matrix of a bar code are scanned and converted for input into a computer system
	Capturing a bar code made up of lines or a matrix of black modules arranged in a square on white background
	The captured bar code is used to look up the details of an item in a database, for example, a food item in a shop or membership details from a membership card in a leisure centre

	10
	
	
	The reader has a slot for the card so that the chip can be read, a magnetic stripe reader for use if the chip cannot be read (or a card has no chip), and a keypad for entering the PIN
	Reading the data from a chip and allowing the entering of characters
	When paying for goods using a credit or debit card, the details are read from the card and checked using the PIN entered by the purchaser

	The reader reads the data from the magnetic stripe when it is ‘swiped’ through a slot in the reader
	Reading the data from a magnetic stripe
	A membership card might have a magnetic stripe holding details about the member
When paying for goods using a credit or debit card, the details are read from the magnetic stripe if the card has no chip or the chip cannot be read

	12
	
	
	Connects musical instruments to computer systems using a special interface
	Can be used for storing and transmitting music data
	Used for connecting musical instruments to a computer for transmitting music data to and from  the musical instruments

	13
	
	
	Light sensitive receptors convert lights into electrical signals that are digitalised so that they can be stored as digital images by computer systems
	To capture still images or moving images (video)
	Used to take the photograph of a new member, to capture video of performances, or for video surveillance in CCTV

	14
	
	
	A virtual display unit that has a touch sensitive layer that responds to movements of a finger or stylus
	Entering characters or commands by selecting an image of other item on screen to enable data to be entered in situations where a separate keyboard is not suitable (for example, on small portable devices) or to enable the user to directly control objects displayed on the screen (for example, by dragging objects)
It is also an output device
	Used in smartphone and tablet computers to detect finger touches and movements on screen

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Sensors convert physical parameters such as light into electrical signals
	To measure physical parameters such as temperature, pressure and light but can also be used to measure body temperature and heart rate
	Used to measure the temperature or light levels of a sports hall, swimming pool, office or classroom so that the measurements can be used to control a heating/air-conditioning system, or filtration and pumping system for the pool
Can also be used to detect the presence of people at a door or to trigger a security system
