Key Stage 3

At Key Stage 3 students study
English, Maths and Science as well
as Art, Computing, Design &
Technology, Drama, Ethics &
Philosophy, Geography, History,
Languages, Music, PE and PSHCE.

Key Stage 4

At Key Stage 4 students have the
opportunity to study a range of
subjects appropriate to their
ambition and potential. As well as

the core subjects of English, Maths,
Science, RE and Computing, students
study additional subjects of choice
based on their attainment, effort and
aptitude. They can follow different
pathways, which could be GCSE
qualifications, a mix of GCSE
qualifications plus some GSCE
equivalent courses such as BTECs or
Cambridge National courses or
entirely BTEC and Cambridge
Nationals courses.
