Howden School Frequently Asked Questions
When is the Summer School and what are the timings?
Summer School runs between 23rd and 27th August 2021.
Pupils can arrive from 9.30 and should arrive no later than 9.55.
Students will be dismissed from school at 14.00 each day.
What time are the buses to Summer School?

Where should students go?
Students should arrive at Howden School via the main entrance on Derwent Road unless they are on school transport where they will arrive at the entrance off Station Lane and the bus turning circle. They will be welcomed by staff and brought into the school grounds.
We will meet students at reception where they will be put into 4 groups for the remainder of the week.
What should pupils wear?
Students are not required to wear school uniform.
Students should be dressed appropriately and for physical activity, including trainers.
Students should bring a bag as they will need to carry some basic equipment and a water bottle. (Water bottles and t-shirts will be provided on the first day). Students do not need to wear masks for Summer School unless they want to. Please bear in mind that this may change in September and that staff may be wearing masks.
Students should make weather appropriate choices including: Raincoat for wet weather, suncream and a hat for sunny weather.
Can my child bring a mobile phone?
Mobile phones are permitted at Howden School before the start of lessons and at break and lunchtimes in the canteen only. However, at student’s bag. Howden School will not be held responsible for loss, theft or damage of devices whilst on school site. Where the students break this rule, the mobile will be confiscated and returned to the parent at the end of the school day. If you need to contact your child, please contact the school and we will ensure messages are passed on.
What to do if your child becomes unwell and cannot attend Summer School

What about lunch and refreshments?
Lunch will be provided free of charge.
Water will be available on site (Please note fizzy drinks and energy drinks are not permitted at Howden School)
Can my child arrive on a bicycle/scooter?
We have a facility on the school site for scooters and bicycles. Please note that students should have adequate security for their scooters/bicycles. Howden School is not responsible for loss/theft of personal belongings.
Does my child need to bring any equipment?
Please send your child with a small pencil case, stationery and a school bag so they can carry this and any refreshments they have brought into school.
What activities will be taking place during the Summer School?
We have a large range of different activities planned for the Summer School. They will be put into groups and will be in the same group all week. Students can expect:
A mix of indoor and outdoor activities.
A mix of classroom-based activities organised by external agencies and staff.
An opportunity to meet key Howden staff.
An opportunity to learn the layout of the school
To make friends and build a team
Where do I collect my child at the end of the day?
Most students will be escorted to the bus turning circle to go home. Other students will be brought out of the school building at reception and parents are asked to wait in the car park.
Please note that Tigers Trust are also using the 4G facilities on site during this week so the car park may be busy. Tigers Trust have limited use of the school facilities in order to maintain bubbles.
